The Khmer and English congregation will come to together to worship and greet each other. Some things will be repeated from the 9 AM English Service.

* Although we’re scheduled to start at 9 am, we’re not always punctual and tend to run late frequently. Our schedule is informal but we try to end by 12:30 pm.
· When should I arrive? 
· We officially start at 9 am, but we usually run late. If you do arrive at 9 am, you’ll have a chance to meet people. 
· How long is the service?

· The English and Khmer service lasts about an hour and fifteen minutes. The Combined Service would last about fifteen to thirty minutes. 
· What is your music like?

· Modern worship with guitars, drums, and a keyboard/piano.
· What are the messages like?

· The messages are not only delivered by Pastor Joe but by other elders of our church. The messages are bible-based and can be applied to your own life. 
· Will I be singled out as a guest?

· We encourage our guests to participate in the service (singing, sharing). We won’t single you out in the English service but we will in the Combined Service because in the Asian culture, it is polite to greet the guest. But don’t be scared, we won’t make you talk.
· Will someone from the church contact me?

· If you would like to be contacted, we will. There will be a green welcome card in front of where you will sit. You may fill that out and drop it in the offering plate or on the back table of the sanctuary. By doing that we will send you a thank you card for being out guest. We won’t visit you unless you invite us.
· What will my children do?

· All children’s programs will run in the last half of the 9 am English Service and after the Combined Worship. Pre-school aged children will be supervised in the Nursery. Children in grades K-5 will go to Sunday School (see our facility map).
